RULES FOR CASTING PLAYS
A good society is one in which all members participate in some way to ensure the success of the production, be it on stage, back or front of house.

1) The Committee in consultation with the Director involved should agree upon the choice of seasons play.

2) As soon as a play has been selected, the Director should provide a synopsis of the play, parts and their characteristics and age ranges.  This gives members the opportunity to consider their suitability for roles and also gives members the opportunity to prepare for the read through / audition.

3) Each / any member interested in being selected for a role must be given a fair, unbiased and equal opportunity to read for the role(s) of their choice and also any other roles for which the Director wishes them to read.  To assist in this, prior to the read through / audition, the Director will select pieces of the text to be used for the casting of each role and notify all interested members in advance.

4) The casting will take place at a read through and / or an audition, whichever the Director and Committee decide is more appropriate.

5) The Director and two members of the Committee will cast each role.  The two members of the Committee will not be interested in being cast in the play and will be elected by the Committee.

6) Wherever suitable, roles must be cast within the society.  If this is not possible, the Committee and the Director may then, for the success of the play, approach other actors outside the society.

7) Successful cast applicants are expected to be committed to the production and attend all rehearsals to which they are called.  Cast members missing rehearsals without valid or urgent reason will be replaced in compliance with the society’s general rules and regulations (a copy of which can be obtained from a member of the Committee).
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
